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ADP Costs
Course fees are £2303+vat for the first year, and £1000+vat for the 
second year.  (Bursary funds may be available on request.) This covers 
all your tuition, the development course, artistic input, use of our £3 
million state-of-the-art facilities, course materials, recordings and 
much more.  

During the year, should you choose to go on an International trip, you 
will also need to raise money to pay for this – this will be in the region 
of £500 - £1000 but varies according to where you go. The amount will 
be finalised while you are here and will be needed by May 2010.  We do 
have all sorts of fundraising ideas and initiatives to help you with this.  

We have available a list of grants and trusts who may be able to help 
you towards course fees.  This will be given to you at the interview 
stage of the application process.

Accommodation and support
The costs actually vary from flat to flat and house to house, however to 
give you some idea the costs are in the region of: 

Initial deposit: (returnable at end of tenancy) – varies between £350 
and £800

Monthly rent: £200 to £250 – due to the nature of ngm’s work most 
people (not overseas applicants) are eligible for housing benefit which 
can help cover anywhere between a portion and the majority of your 
rent and council tax.  This is something we can explain further to you 
at interview.

Bills:  around £100 per month. This covers water rates, gas and 
electricity, council tax, phone bill and TV licence. Obviously phone bills 
and TV licence will be negotiable between you and your house mates.
 
Then you’ll need your day to day living costs to cover food, clothing, 
going out etc.  

NB:  The accommodation and support costs are guidelines and will 
vary  according to different circumstances.
